During October, I paid a visit to the Cheriton Bishop 

West Country Embroiderers group to tutor a Mixed 

Media Metal workshop.  The group made a small 

book cover using copper metal and foils which were 

free-machine stitched onto a painted, bonded and 

embossed background. There was a lot to get 

http://www.quiltingarts.com/cpsmag/cpshome.html


through in a day - especially the lunch - which was simply delicious and huge!

TIP:  If you would like to try machining into metal then here are a few tips to 

help you on your way: 

× Always stitch the metal onto a thick ground fabric such as heavyweight 

craft interfacing, felt or canvas.   

× Use a new size 100 jean needle or topstitch needle as this will help to 

prevent your machine thread from shredding and breaking.  Keep this 

needle for stitching through metal only. 

× Metal comes in many forms:  sheet, mesh, woven, and foil.  They can all 

be machined successfully.  Use size 0.034mm gauge metal sheet to 

embroider into. Size 0.10mm is thicker and can be embossed before 

stitching in to. 

× Go slowly and steady when machining, sewing in and out around the 

edge of the metal to secure it first - see turquoise photo on previous page. 

 

MY MACHINES AND ME 

In the last newsletter I wrote a little about my new 

Bernina Artista 730e embroidery sewing machine and 

promised that I would say a bit more about it.  Well, I 

just love it to bits - especially the huge 9mm wide built-



in decorative stitches - it  makes embroidering an area, a lot quicker and you 

can see so much more of the patterns. The 730e also has sideways motion 

stitches - also known as Omnimotion stitches - up to a whopping 60mm wide! 

These extra large patterns are made possible because the fabric is fed sideways 

as well as forwards and backwards and are all done without the embroidery 

module having to be attached.  These designs add 

another dimension to my embroideries as they travel 

over a larger area and in any one of 16 directions too!  

The photo left 

shows a piece of 

embroidery made using both my 

embroidery module and finished with 

9mm wide pattern stitching.  The photo below shows embroidery done on my 

Husqvarna Platinum 950e embroidery sewing 

machine with 4D software...more about this next 

time!
