Visit to the NEC Festival of Quilts 2010 

I finally made it to the NEC in Birmingham this year, to go and see the 

wonderful quilts and exhibits on show and I was not disappointed!  I was 

determined to go this year, as previously, there always seemed to be something 

happening to stop me from going - (actually, I took a day 

out from our holiday to Bath this August, to go!) There 

was so much to see and take in; the clock flew by and 

before I knew it, they were closing the doors behind me! So, 

I have promised myself that next year I shall go for the 

entire 4 days the show is open, and book myself onto one of the many exciting 

workshops that run throughout the show too...I’d better start saving! 

The winning quilt was an incredibly worked miniature quilt made by Kumiko 

Frydl - winner of the Miniature Quilts competition.  The precision and skill 

demonstrated on such a small scale quilt was amazing - wow!  See 

twistedthread’s Festival of Quilts on facebook for more! 

You cannot go to a show like the Festival of Quilts and not talk to people - well, 

I can’t anyway!  I met some really interesting folk and learnt more about them 

and their work by talking to them, rather than just looking at their work.  

Pauline Burbidge, Amy Butler and Linda and Laura Kemshall were all 

exhibiting some amazing work, which they were very happy to discuss. Check 

out their websites to see more and download free Amy Butler patterns too!  

I also saw a quick demo of the new cutwork tool from Bernina - this tiny tool 

allows you to cut through layers of fabric (and other materials too), before 

stitching around the cut design using your embroidery machine and module. 

It comes with the necessary software and more details, together with a video, can 

be found here.  I think this is certainly worth more investigation!  I can’t wait 

for next year’s show!

Make this beautiful free-machine embroidered and embellished 

silk cuff.   

To celebrate the launch of our on-line shop we are offering, for a limited time 

only, a free, creative textile cuff project download for you to make.  Just click 

here to download the pdf document which contains complete step by step 

instructions and photos. The cuff is 

fastened with shell buttons through a 

buttonhole, which I stitched using my 

Husqvarna sewing machine buttonhole 

attachment/foot.  However, if you do not 

have a buttonhole attachment/foot, you 

can easily attach a magnetic fastening 

to the cuff instead. These can be 

purchased on-line in the shop. 

You will need Adobe Reader to be able to open and enjoy this download.  You 

can get this free from Adobe here. This project was first published in Sewing 

World during October 2007.
